	The student acquires the skills of logical thinking and analysis of cultural and social phenomena. The student understands the importance of ideas and concepts regarding the vision of the world and the place of man in it. The student also understands what science is and what science concerns. The student learns the history and foundations of modernity, he also understands the problem of determining and determining the basic issues related to the existence of the world and man.
	The educational skills acquired by the student during the course are verified in two ways: the first way, during the course the most important problems and issues were discussed and during the discussion the student verified his knowledge by participating in the discussion, argumentation, the opposite and the statements in which he appeared a logical inference sequence. The second method of verification concerned the form of passing the subject, which consisted in preparing a short written work by the student. The student had to choose one of the issues, reach for the subject literature and present the selected topic in a sysénthetic form. The course and the knowledge acquired in it are to contribute to strengthening and developing the student's ability to logically think and be aware of the logical sequence of arguments that serves to defend the thesis. The student realizes that there are many views and opinions, and their justification results first of all from logical correctness. In practical life, it boils down to the ability to find solutions to difficult problems and to look for rational arguments.

	The course aims to familiarize the student with views and opinions on important issues relating also to social life.
